Greetings! In the coming days, you and your child will be preparing to draft and submit a schedule for your child’s upcoming freshman year in high school. You will be receiving information from both the East Middle School and Farmington High School Counseling Departments to aid you in this process.
This letter and attached information is here to guide you in planning for your child’s high school music education. Although scheduling may seem like a daunting task, crafting a schedule that meets every student’s personal curricular needs is possible with careful planning and attention.
Making sure that your student is enrolled in Music Class every semester of their high school career is attainable through early planning and navigation of graduation requirements. Attached to this letter are Draft Schedules of a typical 4-year Music Student plan. Organizing your child’s schedule by using this draft will create the optimal environment to avoid scheduling conflicts later in your student’s high school career.
The Draft Schedules attached to this letter show that Music classes are considered one-half of one credit for each semester enrolled. Music students benefit greatly from being enrolled in a complete year of study, as opposed to one semester a year. Orchestra is a one-year long course.
